He/she must present a valid driver license and proof of current registration per 14602.6(d)(2). A valid one-day moving
permit is accepted. This is available at the DMV.

He/she must pay an administrative release fee at the Vallejo Police Department. This fee is authorized under 22850.5
VC and is payable by cash, ATM, credit card or money order.

Towing fees are additional and payable at the tow facility. Fees are posted at tow facility per our towing agreement.
Releases for vehicles held the full 30 days can be obtained at 111 Amador St. Hearings are not required when the 30
days have expired. Your vehicle is subject to lien sale if not picked up at the end of the 30 day hold. Contact the tow
company for further information.
