This
will expand VPD's lllegal dumping campaign, which currently has two
security cameras and one officer assigned full-time to investigate illegal
dumping sites.

Who Benefits

Besides improving the living environment for residents, prospective tenants,
home buyers, and commercial investors' first impression will shift from
seeing piles of trash and broken furniture to a city working together.

Detalled Project Description

Unlike hard-wired security cameras, these cameras will have the option of
running on solar power and wireless communication, which allows them to
be moved from hotspot to hotspot. The City of Vallejo has a full-time
monitoring service, and Code Enforcement has an officer assigned full-time
to investigate illegal dumping and monitor the cameras. Similar cameras
are currently being used by Veteran Services on Mare Island and In
Martinez. Vallejo has seen great success with the two cameras currently in
use and would like to expand the program. The Grounds Maintenance
Division cleans up approximately 3,500 tons of illegally dumped trash on
public property each year, which Is costing taxpayers an estimated
$650,000 annually and rising!
