Park improvements include Excellent Athletic Fields, Cool Playgrounds, Super 
Safety Stuff (lights/paving +), 8 Bike Repair Stations; GVRD has discretion for all 
locations and types of improvements.

 Afterschool for Youth: Websites, Apps and Robots! $ 25,000 

In afterschool classes youth can create technology-based projects:  apps, 
websites, programmable robots and iMovies. Technology learning for fun and a 
purpose! Estimated to serve 360 youth.

 Debt Free Vallejo $ 50,000 

Workshops that provide information, tools and guidance to gain financial 
freedom, making possible goals such as higher education, starting a business or 
buying a home. Estimated to serve 420 people.

 Afterschool:  Do You Want To Be A First Responder? $ 25,000 

This is an afterschool class for 6th-8th students to learn about public safety 
careers from firefighters, police and other first responder professionals. 
Estimated to serve 300 youth.

 9-1-1 Emergency Call Center Equipment $ 400,000 

Purchase equipment to replace the outdated computer system currently used 
to dispatch 9-1-1 emergency calls.

 Drought Tolerant Landscape Demonstration Garden                             $ 50,000 
Transform the landscape surrounding the Vallejo Senior Center into a drought 
resistant garden and native plant sanctuary where citizens can get educated on 
low water plants and irrigation systems.

 Air Monitoring Network for Hazardous Materials $ 150,000 

A network of devices that monitor dangerous and hazardous airborne 
materials to alert the Fire Department for further action and protect the health 
and safety of all.

 Fixing Pets and Feral Cats for Better Health $ 50,000 

Humane program for affordable neutering of pet cats, dogs and feral cats. Also 
helps residents trap, neuter and return feral cats. Less allergies, property 
damage, and nuisance odors for Vallejoans.

 Water Break Repair Equipment $ 400,000 

This project will provide funding to the Water Division and allow for the 
purchase of a Vac-Con Hydro Xcavator truck to expedite and minimize the 
impact of water line breaks.

 Afterschool S.T.E.A.M. Machines $ 50,000 

This course will engage youth in one of 5 courses; Forensic Science, Alternative
